The Kinvara Courthouse

is now home to the Kin-
vara Youth Project, a
youth-led group estab-
lished to provide a safe
alcohol-free space where
young people can enjoy
the opportunity to simply
hang out with their
friends or participate in
educational, artistic and
recreational pro-
grammes. It will open to
all young people from the
Kinvara area, between
the ages of 15* and 19

years. The Project will run

on a voluntary basis, with
team leaders and a pool of
adult volunteers supervising

each session.

Under the umbrella of the
Community Council, the
group’s focus is on creating a
vibrant welcoming space and
a secure haven for the young
people. The Courthouse was
made available to the group
by Fr. Larkin and the Dioce-

san Committee.

Hanging out is an important
way of forming friendships
and helps us feel connected

and learn what’s going on in

our community.

As with all voluntary initia-

tives this project will require
community funding and so a

number of fundraising activi-

ties will be held over the
coming months. This will
begin with a Cake Sale, on
Friday, February 26 ™, Bag
packing in April, and as the

project has been shortlisted

for the Better Ireland Pro-

gramme a text and online

voting campaign ; see below

for how you can give your

support.
